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Global Citizenship Immersion: 
Building Skills and Knowledge for a Diverse World
August 7-11, 2023, Nazareth University, 

Golisano Academic Center 
This week-long academic immersion program is designed for students in grades 9 through 12. Youth from of any faith or no faith are welcome. They will take part in variety of programs both cultural and religious and will learn and experience etiquettes of dialogue, civil discourse, and compassionate respectful living as they go through the program together. The objective is to prepare visionary changemakers civic leaders for peaceful coexistence in our world.
THE NEED: In the pluralistic society, in which we now live, it is vitally important for people of all faiths and no faiths to be accepting of each other and their religious or cultural traditions.  This becomes even more critical for young people, who are coming of age in a culturally and religiously pluralistic world that demands cross-cultural understanding for success. Despite their daily interactions with others in school or activities, many young people have little or no opportunity to truly engage their peers on the issues of religion or cultural traditions.
If we hope to build a culturally and religiously tolerant society, we must engage our young citizens in cross-cultural and religious dialogue and sharing that equips them with the skills necessary to interrelate with others from diverse backgrounds.   


ACTIVITIES:  The five-day program will run during the afternoon and early evening, with dinner and refreshment provided on-site or at local restaurants.

Interactive Workshop Sessions
Group Discussions
Site visits to local places of worship and
Community Service

The seminars and workshops will include lectures by experts from the Nazareth faculty and community leaders on major world cultures and religions.  These include Christianity, Islam, Judaism, Hinduism, Buddhism and other sites.  These seminars and workshops will be an important educational experience for the young people who participate and will equip them to become interfaith dialogue partners representing their own faith tradition or belief system in their places of worship, schools, neighborhood, and homes.  Community service is included to emphasize the goal of people working together across faith and cultural boundaries to better the world we all share.
