2013 Core - Transfer Policies 
Transfer Core Model – Per Approved Core Proposal:

All transfer students entering with an AA or AS degree (or AAS for Nursing only)

must complete the full Core, with the exception of the First Year Seminar. In

addition, as outlined in the College Catalog, the comprehensive senior experience will continue as a requirement. The following describes those courses that are acceptable in transfer and those which should be taken at Nazareth.

Courses Acceptable In Transfer

· College Writing, 6 credit hours

· Modern Foreign Language, 6 credits of same language for all BA students

· Perspectives-Enduring Questions Courses, one course from each of the eight Perspectives areas, including a laboratory science

· Integrative Studies, transfer courses may be applied to the IS component upon approval  (These won’t be posted as such since the IS courses aren’t being tracked on program evaluations.)

· Health and Wellness
· Experiential Learning 
Courses That Must Be Completed at Nazareth

· Core and Portfolio@Naz Orientation Workshop (CAPOW)
· At least 6 credits of Perspectives Enduring Questions coursework*
· Core Milestone Experience

*NOTE – this is a change from the original core proposal which called for 6 credits of Perspectives or IS coursework at Nazareth.  The change was approved by the Core Curriculum Committee on 2/13/12.

Additional Policies:
When will Nazareth implement the new core?

· No students entering prior to fall 2013 will be under the new core.
· All freshmen, including transfer freshmen (coded as TF, who completed only one semester at another institution), entering in fall 2013 or beyond are subject to the new core.

· All transfer students entering in fall 2015 or beyond are subject to the new core.  
· Articulation agreements are being re-written to reflect the new core by fall 2013 for students who would enter Nazareth in fall 2015.  
· By fall 2015, all entering students will be subject to the new core.
NOTE:  For degree audit purposes, there are two different catalog years for 2013 and 2014, since there will be two sets of core requirements going at once.  The new core will be attached to catalogs 2013 and 2014 for freshmen and freshmen transfers entering these years.  The old core will be attached to catalogs 2013X and 2014X for transfer students entering in these years. 
Can courses be transferred to Nazareth as P-EQs?

· An acceptable (non-remedial, etc.) course in a Perspectives subject area will be transferred in as a P-EQ in that area.
· An appropriate score (determined by depts.) on an AP/IB exam in a Perspectives subject area will be counted towards a P-EQ in that subject area.

· An appropriate score on a CLEP exam in a Perspectives subject area will be counted towards a P-EQ in that subject area.

· If a student completed a Freshman Seminar course elsewhere, it will count as elective credit only.

· First-year transfer students (TFs) who enter in the spring will be required to complete an FYS course (XXX.F) and ACS101 in the spring semester.  There is likely to be only one FYS offered each spring, so if a student already completed a course in the Perspectives area of the FYS being offered, the Freshman Seminar will be waived, but the student must take ACS101 or (if this conflicts with other requirements) the Core and Portfolio@Naz Orientation Workshop (CAPOW).
· After students matriculate at Nazareth under the new core, they may take a course in a Perspectives subject area at another institution as a P-EQ.
· We will be flexible in allowing students to take P-EQ courses elsewhere from any Perspectives area since it is unlikely that a student will find a close match elsewhere for any P-EQ course.  

· Students entering as freshmen must complete at least 4 P-EQs at Nazareth. 
· Students entering as transfers must complete at least 2 P-EQs at Nazareth. 
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
