How to Complete an FYS Proposal and Teach it!
Regarding #1—Core Framework:
Instructors will ‘walk through’ the Uncommon Core at the end of one class period (video is available). Students will be assigned homework in which they answers questions about the core and their interests. 

· You ask students to write what they were really passionate about, what floats their boat! Ask them a series of questions about how that subject relates to them as a person and who they are, how does it relate to what they perceive to be their time at Naz. and what they want from their education, how does it relate to the culture they live and function in, how does it relate to their career goals and the way they wish to live their lives?

Next class, have them share their answers in a groups of 4 or 5. Then have groups share results with the entire class. (Use technology of your choice). Now return to the ‘walk through’ of the previous class and explain PEQ and IS courses in relation to their dreams, hopes and aspirations (enduring question). You could even have them write out a few enduring/messy questions that could turn into their Integrative Studies, and upload it in P@N in the IS Blog.
Regarding #2—Transition to College Level Learning:
Please specify specific strategies that you will use to help students make the transition. These can be general (e.g., a pedagogical approach to the material overall) or very specific (e.g., examples of the kinds of instructions you will give on assignments that helps students transition to college-level expectations). Regarding #3—Active Learning:
What specific pedagogical techniques, assignments or activities will engage students and make them excited about the material?
Regarding #4—Oral Communication:
Please describe the various activities and how students will receive feedback so that they know how to improve.
Regarding #5—Out-of-Class Community Building Activity:
Every instructor will have at least one out-of-class interaction with students. This can be conferencing, a party, a chemistry workshop, etc. Remember that there is FUSE money for such things ($400 per section last we heard).

Regarding #6—Out-of-Class Cultural or Scholarly Activity:
Every section will require students to attend some sort of activity outside of class that is related to the course content (lecture, play, etc.).  (ACS will require students to attend one cultural event that immerses students in cultural life of the college. If both FYS and ACS instructors assign the same event for a particular student, so be it—the student is required to attend just the one event.)
Regarding Assessment Activities:
Instructors agree to engage in three separate assessment activities: 

1. IDEA short form which measures student perceptions of progress towards certain goals

2. Oral communication P@N rubric (SPK 1-4). General feedback regarding what worked and what did not in the teaching of the course and the various components
