AWARDS
	 •   Senior Category: A cash prize of $150 will be awarded to the First Place winner. A $3000 Nazareth 
	     College Piano Scholarship will be awarded to the First Prize winner upon application, audition and 	  
                acceptance into the College and the Department of Music. The Second Place winner will receive a $75  
                cash award.
	 •   Junior Category: A cash prize of $150 will be awarded to the First Place winner. Second Place winner
                will receive a $75 cash award.
	 •   Honorable Mentions may be awarded at the judges’ discretion.
	 •   All awards will be presented in a Winners Recital at the conclusion of the Competition in Wilmot Recital  
                 Hall. Repertoire performed in the Winners Recital must be selected from the Competition repertoire. 
	 •   All previous “First Prize” winners may not compete again until eligible for the next level.
