NAZARETH COLLEGE

SUMMER PROGRAM 2017 IN ITALY

Nazareth College is sponsoring a five-week Summer Program in Pescara, with excursions to Rome, Florence, Pisa, Siena, Pompeii, Herculaneum, Capri, Paestum, Venice,  Torcello, Burano, Murano, Norcia, the National Park of Abruzzo and the towns of Pescasseroli, Roccaraso and Scanno. Participants in the program will register for two courses, and earn a total of six credit hours.
Students selected for the program pay a program fee which includes lodging and meals at the place of residence, and all the excursions related to the program.  The cost of tuition and airfare are additional expenses.

ELIGIBILITY

      All students, undergraduate and graduate, in good standing at Nazareth College and other colleges or universities are eligible. Full immersion and updates in Italian Language and Culture for High School Teachers. (Tax deductible for teachers)

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Beginning/Intermediate/Advanced  Italian (3 credits per course)

A general review of grammar and construction, followed by closer attention to more advanced constructions and vocabulary.  The

readings will be short and varied.  The Intermediate course is intended for students with at least one year of college Italian.

Twentieth Century Italian Writers (3 credits)

This course introduces the student to 20th century writers from various regions of Italy.  Using their works, students will examine and

compare north, central, south and insular Italy form the literary perspective, emphasizing cultural and traditional differences.  Each

author’s work is placed in the historical currents of the contemporary period and region of Italy.
The Historic Monuments of Italy (3 credits)
Through traveling to Rome, Florence and Pompeii, this course will explore the rich artistic history of Italy from the ancient Romans

to the Renaissance and beyond.  With on-site lectures in each city, students will be able to experience and study first-hand the most

important historical monuments, churches and museums of Italy.

Maria Rosaria Vitti-Alexander is currently a professor of Italian in the Department of Foreign Languages and Literature at Nazareth College in Rochester, NY.  Previously she taught Italian at the University of Michigan, where she completed her Ph.D. in Italian Literature.  She has published on Pirandello’s fiction and on Italian women writers of the 20th century.  A native speaker of Italian, Dr. Vitti-Alexander has also taught at the University of Michigan and at Middlebury College.

HOUSING

      In Pescara, students will stay in apartments selected through the Nazareth College exchange program with the Università degli Studi G. D’Annunzio. In Rome, Florence, Sorrento and Venice students will be staying in hotels primarily in double or triple rooms.

COSTS:  The Summer Program fee of $3,400  includes the following:

(1) Lodging with a chosen family (if available) or apartment in Pescara

(7) Weekend salary of 60 euro (to cover meals while away from home) for program schedule trips.
